	What is your analysis of the data?
A. 100% of the students participate in group company settings.  The students are running a circuit manufacturing company.  The students are running an actual business.  The topics covered in this simulation is Marketing, Finance, Human Relations, Research and Development, developing new products and eliminating discontinued old product lines.  The simulation also introduces the students to the variety of products available and the different type of customers available for their product.  The object of this simulation is to compete with other competitors.  The winner is the company with the most profit.  For example:  the winning team had a profit of $242,0000.00 and the losing them had a loss of ($312,371.00).

B. 100 percent of the students take the Comp-X Capstone Competency Exam.  This allows the student(s) determine and demonstrate what they have learned. The Com-X examination processes uses a simulation to assess business judgment and analytical skills.  The exam tests an individual student’s ability not only to answer questions about managing a business but additionally tests the ability to manage the business.
