· Provides control of external bleeding

· Identifies rating of  patient’s neurological disability on AVPU scale

· Applies Spinal Immobilization devices
· Applies Splinting device
· Applies Pneumatic Anti Shock Garment
· Applies bandages and dressings

Components of successful achievement

1.  Assess the scene for potential hazards
2.  Assess need for additional resources
3.  Identify the mechanism of injury or patient’s chief complaint
4.  Recognize the need for C-Spine precaution
5.  Recognize potential life threatening conditions
Performance characteristics of each component

Component 1: Assess the scene of potential hazards

· Communicates with dispatch to gather information relating to the safeness of the scene prior to arrival

· Performs a global survey for scene safety prior to entering

· Communicates the need for additional personnel to control potential hazards

Component 2: Assess the need for additional resources

· Evaluates the need for additional emergency personnel based on number of patients
· Communicate the need for additional EMS personnel response  to  dispatch
Component 3: Identify mechanism of injury and/or patient’s chief complaint
· Evaluates scene to determine mechanism of injury in the trauma patient
· Interviews the conscious patient to determine patients chief complaint
Component 4:  Recognizes the need for Spinal stabilization
· Performs spinal stabilization based on mechanism of injury 
· Performs spinal stabilization based on patient’s chief complaint
Component 5:  Identifies life threatening injuries of illnesses
· Performs a primary(initial) assessment
