Planning Worksheet

Goal

Eighty per cent of graduated nursing students to pass the NCLEX at the first sitting of the exam.

Student Learning Outcome

Students will be able to demonstrate knowledge of concepts that will be on the NCLEX exam as measure on the Assessment Technologies Institute (ATI) testing assessment series and National League for Nursing Accrediting Commission (NLNAC) reported NCLEX scores.

Components of successful achievement

1. All nursing students will take the self assessment inventory of learning styles and critical thinking assessment entrance exam upon entrance in to the program.

2. All first semester students will taken the non proctored exams: RN Fundamentals for Nursing 1.0, RN Fundamentals for Nursing 2.0, RN Pharmacology 1.0, Pharmacology 2.0 and the proctored exams for Fundamentals of Nursing and RN Pharmacology 1.0.
3. The second semester students will take the RN Adult Medical-Surgical 1.0 and                        
2.0 non-proctored nursing exams.

4. The third semester students will take the RN Nursing Care of Children 1.0, RN Nursing Care of Children 2.0, RN Maternal-Newborn 1.0, RN Maternal-Newborn 2.0, RN Mental Health Nursing 1.0, RN Mental Health Nursing 2.0 non-proctored assessment exams.  At the end of the classes each student will take the following proctored exams: RN Nursing Care of Children, RN Maternal-Newborn Nursing, and RN Mental Health Nursing.

5. The fourth semester students will take the following non-proctored tests: RN Adult Medical-Surgical Nursing 2.0, RN Comprehensive Assessment and RN Leadership 1.0. Each student will take the proctored tests: Critical Thinking Assessment: Exit and RN Comprehensive Predictor 3.0. Each student will attend a NCLEX live review at the College.
Performance Characteristics of each component


Component 1. The entering nursing students have never been required to take the self assessment inventory or the critical thinking entrance exam.


Component 2  The first semester students have not utilized the ATI program that has been in place the past three years. 


Component 3  The second semester students never utilized the program except for one proctored ATI exam for the past 3 years.


Component 4  The non-proctored tests are required and must have a score of 80 or above to receive points on their grade. This is the third semester that they have handed in ATI non-proctored tests, but the first semester that it counts as part of their grade. All students have been taking the proctored exams for 3 years. 


Component 5  The nursing students have been taking the proctored RN Comprehensive Predictor 3.0 most of the past three years.

Activities/Assignments

The students will be required to take the full battery of assessment tests. Each faculty member will evaluate the results for their course and the whole faculty will review the results as part of the curriculum evaluation.
Assessment Type

Activity 1    All components are performance based using objectively scored exams on the web.  Each exam reports a test score, program score and individual national percentile score. 

Activity 2 Each student receives immediate written feedback and each instructor receives immediate written feedback with which to work.
