Component 1 Facility preparation
· Cleans the room prior to bringing in the patient
· Gathers supplies need for exam (markers, IR, shields)

· Adjusts the tube out of the way

· Selects proper IR sizes for exam
Component 2 Patient preparation/communication
· Identifies correct patient

· Introduces self to patient

· Explains dressing requirements to patient (removes all obscuring objects)

· Checks for pregnancy on childbearing age females

· Explains the exam in terms the patient can understand

Component 3 Patient positioning 

· Places patient in correct position for exam (prone, supine erect, lateral)
· Aligns body planes appropriately for exam

· Centers CR & IR appropriately

Component 4  Equipment details
· Places lead marker appropriately 

· Shields patient

· Applies collimation

· Sets proper technique

· Exposes film after proper breathing instructions

· Completes paper and/or computer work
