What course/courses did you gather the data from?

CHSS 299 Service Learning Experience Capstone Course. 
Students in this class would be at the senior (graduating) class, and have taken or currently taking one or more of the core courses (CHSS 216, HLS 275, and HLS 295).
What data did you gather?

Instructor performed the assessment at the end of the semester using the rubric.  The data were summarized (see attached).  Student competency and skill in civic engagement was ranked according to the six performance criteria, and based on the level of Exemplary, Satisfactory, or Needs Improvement.
What do the data tell you?

Based on the data collected from 25 students enrolled in CHSS 299 during the Fall 2006 and Spring 2007 semesters, majority of the students performed at satisfactory level in five out of six performance criteria.  Forth eight (48%) percent of the students fell in the area of “need improvement” for criterion 5 (Data Analysis).  This indicates that almost half of the students in this survey have difficulty understanding the meaning of the data they collected, thus having difficulty interpreting the data, and formulating recommendations for improvement and /or implementation of the project designed.
What changes will you make based on the data?

1.   Emphasize the importance of the following concepts in CHSS 216, HLS 275,

and HLS 295 course content: 
· Methods of data collection, 
· Enhancement of student’s ability to extract meaning from the data, 

· Formulation of opinion on the data, and

· Exercise ability to provide critical perspectives of the data.
